Natalie Pascoe - Colour with texture (collage)
1. explore applying colour with a range of tools for enjoyment 
2. Begin to describe colours by objects – ‘raspberry pink, sunshine yellow’ 
3. Make as many tones of one colour as possible using primary colours and white (tint)
4. Darken colours without using black (shade)
5. Mix colours to match those of the natural world – colours that might have a less defined name
6. Experience using colour on a large scale, A3/A2 playground.
7. Cut shapes using scissors.
8. Build on skills of using various materials to make collages –using some smaller items. 

 Sewing 
1. Use large eyed needles, different thicknesses of thread and different sized running stitches to draw with. 
2. Simple appliqué work attaching material shapes to fabric with running stitches.
3. Start to explore other simple stitches - backstitch, cross-stitch.
4. Sketch to make quick records of something. 
5. Work out ideas through drawing 
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Local Ceramic artist – Form (clay)
1. Use materials to make known objects for a purpose
2. Use both hands and tools to build
3. Carve into media using tools.
4. Use a range of tools for shaping, mark making, etc.
5. Experienced surface patterns / textures.
6. Use a range of decorative techniques: applied, impressed, painted, etc.
7. Replicate patterns and textures in a 3-D form.
8. Discussion of weight and texture.
9. Begin to make simple thoughts about own work and that of other sculptors. 
10. Sketch to make quick records of something.
