· Frida enjoyed using vibrant colours and mixed fantasy with realism.
· Frida Kahlo is one of the most important artists of modern times. She was famous for painting self-portraits (pictures of herself) but she was particularly famous for painting women as strong people.
· She said that she painted self-portraits because “…I am the person I know best.”
