	Arrangement
	The placement of visual elements in a piece of artwork.

	Layering
	applying one layer of material over another 

	Overlapping
	the placement of objects over one another in order to create the illusion of depth

	Texture
	The material can be rough or smooth, plain or patterned

	Wax Resist
	Strokes are made with wax crayon then overpainted with watercolour. The wash only adheres to the paper where there is no wax.  Crayons are used in this technique due to the fact that wax repels water.
