	Dada Movement 
The Dada movement wasn’t restricted to just the visual mediums, it was incorporated into poetry, musical compositions, literature and theatre. 
Photomontages in particular were a popular technique employed by Dadaists, clipping found images from mass media to create a setting that articulated the instability and anger of the world at the time.

As one of the few recognized female members of the movement, Höch provided a unique feminist perspective during a distinctly tumultuous time. In particular, much of her work offered a critique on how society viewed and treated women.
