	Artist:  Vivienne Westwood (1941-2022)

	· [image: The Legacy of Vivienne Westwood on Fashion | Hypebeast]Vivienne Westwood was born in Derbyshire, England
· When Vivienne first started making clothes, it was very different to the fashion of the 1960’s
· In 1971, she opened a shop in London to sell creative punk pieces – one of the first fashion houses to make slogan t-shirts. 
· Some of her fashion pieces were highly controversial  
· Garments were layered and combined with tartan kilts – a theme in many of their fashion collections.
· Over time, Dame Vivienne became one of the most iconic fashion designers in history.
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
